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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF THE PYRAMID LAKE 
PAIUTE TRIBE OF NEVADA 

PREAl\IDLE 

'W(\1 the mt1:n1bN·s of thG Pyramid Lnko Pniute Tl"ibo of th~ Pyr­
amid Lake Reservation in the State of N cvttcla, in order to es:. 
tn.hlish our tl'ibal organization, to conserve our t1·ibn.l property, to 
dovolop our community resources1 to a.<lministei· justice, and to pro:­
mol..o tho woHn l'C of om1,~l Vt\S nnd Olll' dcscend1rnts> do hereby ordl\tn 
and establish this constitution ancl by~laws as n guide for the delil,­
eratious of ou1· trib:tl council in their ndministrntlon of tribal nffn.irs. 

The jurisdiction of the Pyramid La.ke Pn.iute Trih-0 of Indians 
sluill extend to tho tcrl'itory within the confines of tho Pymmid 
Lake Indian Reserv:1tion us established by Executive order of :Mn.1·ch 
23, 1874; to all fands claimed by the tribe to which title in the 
tribe mn.y oo established; and to such other lands as mn.y hereafter be 
11.tl<le<l thereto un,lcr iuty lnw of the United States, except ns other~ 
·wise pro\riued by law. · 

ARTICLE II- l\faM:M:ItSIW? 

SECTION 1. The memborship of the Pyramid Lake Pniut.e. Tl'ibe 
sbn.11 consist of the following: · 

(a) AH persons of India.n blood whose names appctir on the offi· 
ciai rolls of tlte Pyramid Lake Reservation as of J nnun.ry 1, 19-35. 

(h) AH c:hihlren born to any member of tho Py1·1unid Ln.ke Paiute 
'frtbe who is 1t l'l'Sidcnt of the resctvntion nt tho timo of tho birth 
of snid children. 

Sm:,. 2. '!'ho council shall have tho powr.r to propose orcHnn.nccs, 
subject to review by th0 Seeretary of the Int~l'ior; goV'erning :fu­
turn memLership and the adoption of members by the tribe, proviclcd 
that no cxistin:,t propci·ty rights shnll be n.ffectcd by this section. 

ARTICLE III-GovERNIN'O Bony 

Sm:m)N 1. Thn governing body of the Pymrriid Lnke Pn.iute Tribe 
shall consist of 1t council known as the Pyramid Lnkc Pn.iute Tribu.1 
Council. 

SF.c. 2. The tribl\.l council shall be composed of ten councilmen 
elected bv secret ballot. · . · · 

SEc. a: TI1e trihoJ council so organized shn.ll ·elect from its own 
membcrs1 n conncil chairman n.n<l vice chairmant and from within 
or without its own members, a secretary, a. t~o.stu:er, and such othel.' 
officers o.nd committ~s as may be deemed necessary. · ' ' 
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Si:c. 4. Councilmen sh,lll hold office for n tenn of two years or 
until their succcs..'i<>rS nre elected. 

ABTICLE IV-No~UNATIONS ,mo Eu:cnoNs 

SECTION 1. The. first election of a tribnl council under this· con­
stitution :-hall hf' cnJled, held, nnd SUP,en:·ised by the pn·~nt trib1Ll 
council within :m dnys ufter the ratificntion u11d upprnvnl of this 
constitution, nw1 thl'l'l•nfter elections shall bli held every two yen1·s 
on a date to be ,lefonnined by the Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribnl 
Council and nn11ounccd nt Jcnst 30 dn.ys in ndvuncc. The election 
date shall fall between December 26 and 30. · · 

8Eo. 2. Any qmdifictl vol:er of the tribe mny m\nounce his cn.n· 
didacy for the council by notifying the secretary of the tribu.J. eouneil, 
in writing, of his c:rnditlacy 1it ]t•ast 15 dn.y~ prio1· to the elect.ion. 
It sha.11 ho the duty of tho secretnry to post the 1rnmes of a.ll cn.ndi· 
uutes who lrn ve niet these requirem.ents at least 10 du.ys before the 
efoction. 

St:<.J. 3. The l 1JT11111id Lnke Pni ute Tribn l Council, or '" l.:munl 
nppointc<l· by the c:onncil, shnll determine rules and regulations gov­
erning el~dions, :ulll sha.ll certify to the election 0£ the members of 
the council witltin 01w dny nftN' the l.'lcct.ion J'd11r11s. 

SEo. 4 . .Any 111c111lier of the Pynun..i<l Lake l'uiutc T1·ibe who is 
21 years of 11ge. or over nnd who has maintained n Ie~al l'esidonce 
for at l<•ust one yenr on the Pyramid Lake H.escrvntwn shidl be 
entitfocl to vote. 

.t\.RTlCLE V - V,\CAXCIES A~o Relrov,\1, 1<·nollt On·1cE 

flF.cTION 1. If n t·o1mcilmnn or other officinl shnll clie.1 rcsi1:,rn, per· 
manently leave the rcset'\'ation, or be renwved from oflice, the.council 
shall dednre the oflice Vllcnut and appoint a successor to fill the 
unexpired term. 

s~x;. 2, .Any t.'0111Jt"il111un who is proven 1:,r11ilty of i111p roptw conduct.
1 

or gt·oss 1Jeglcd <>f cluty m.ny be expelled from the council by n 
two-1 hit·ds vote of tho council members, pl'ovided tlrnt the u.ccuood 
nwmbet· is given full opportunity to re1>ly to nny 1Lnd nll charges 
at a designated council mi!eting, and provided :further .thnt the 
ne<!uscd member ·shntl have been uiven a written statement o:f. the 
charges ngtdnst him at least five <l°ays before the meeting at. which 
he i:; to bP givc'Tl 1t11 opportunity to reply.

SrK'TION 1. Tiu• Pyramid Lnke Pniutc Tdbn.1 Co11nC'il shnll exorci:io 
the following QOwcrs, subject to any limitations imposed by the 
Statutes or the Constitution of the Umted Stutes, and subject further 
to all express l'estrictions upon such powers eon.ta.ined in this con-
stitut.ion and tlrn attached by-laws: · 

(a) To eHter into negotiations with the Federal, State> n.ncl locn.l 
govcrnnumts on belrnlf of the tribe. . · · 

(b) To present and prosQcute nny claims 01· denrnnds of the 
Pyramid Lnlcc Paiu lo 'l'l'il,c; to 11~,ii~t members of the tribe in pl"C· 
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senting theil' c1nims and g1•ievtinces at any court or agency of the 
Govcl'nnwnt i aml to employ rcpresentnttves or counsel for such 
set"vices, the choice of counsel and fixing of foes for counsel nnd 
representatives to be subject to the approvu.1 of the S001·etary of 
the Interior. 

{c) 'l'o npprm•e 01· veto any sale, disposition, lease, or encum~ 
bra.nee of tr1lml'Jnntls, interests in lands, or other tribal nssets which 
mny be authorized or executed by the Secrctilry of the Interior1 

the Commissiouer of Indian affairs, or any othel' oflici:11 ot· agency 
of the Government, proYided tha.t no tribal lands shn 11 ever be sold, 
encumbered or foasl11l for ti l)N·iod exc{'eding five ycnrs. 

( d) To confer with the St-crntn.ry of the Interior upon all nppro­
printion estimates or Fetlctnl J>l'OJccts for the l,mu.~fi t of the t1·ibo 
prior to the submission of such estimutes to the Bureau of· the 
lhtd~ct un<l Congn•ss. . 

(c) To urnkr nsi;igntnl'llt!{ of tribal fantl to members· of the 
Pyri1mi(l Lnkc P:dute Triw in confom1ity with 1trticlc VII of this 
cc,ust it11 ! io11. 

(f) To udminiskr nuy funds or pl'operty within Lhc control of 
the tribe, to muko e:xpen<litures from iivn.il1lble, funds fo1· public 
purposes, including salaries or other remuncrn.t.ion of tribal officht.ls 
or utuployc•cs, s11d1 i::nlu.rh~s or rcmunN·ntion to be pnifl only for 
scrv1<•('s adnnlly ttuthorizell in ::i regulnr nnd lcgnl nurnncr and 
nct1rnlly rt>nden•cl. All expenditures i.ha.ll he by t·esolution d11Iy 
npp ro,·C'<l by a. majority vote of the council, and the amo1mts so 
expended shall be a matt<'r of public record nt all times. 

(1r) To rc<Jnire in(li\•ichllll members of the tribe, 01· other Indinn 
resicleuts upon the rcse1·vation to nssist. with community htbor, when 
j m,t <·n 11~0 or cxtn•me t>mergency exists. 

(h) 'l'o crento und maintarn a Pyrnmiil Liiko Pniuto Tribal 
Council Fund by accepting grants o_r donations from nny person, 
State, or the Uniti:tl Stntes, or by levyrng assessments of not less thnn 
ten cl'tits or mort• tlrnn one dollu r per year per capita on the qmtlifiecl 
votN·s of the Pyrnniid Lake Pniutc Tribe, nnd to rcqnil'c the per­
formance of romnnmity lnbor in lien thereof, or by Jevving tn:ces 
nncl license fees, subject to revie,v by the Secretnry of the Interior; 
upon non-members doing business v/ithin the reservation. 

(i) To provide by 01·dinnnce1 subject to l'Cview by the Sccrctairy 
of the Inturior, for removal Ol' exclusion from the rescr,•ution of miy 
non-members whose pl'cscnce mlly be injurious to tl1

1
0 members of the 

tt-ibo. 
(j) To promulgate ot;dimmces for the purpose of sn.feguonling 

the peace aml safety of resident.<! of the reset·vntion1 nnd to estnblish 
courts for the acljmlication 0£ claims or dispnt.es. n.ncl for the tt·inl 
iiml penulirsing of Indians within tht~ l'CS<!n'11tio1{ c:hn 1'1-;,'t'd with tho 
. ,>mmission of ufft•nses set fortl1 in such ordimmccs. 

(k) To regulate the inheritance of propc1·ty within the rcscr-Yft.-
tion, subject to review by the Secretnry of the Intel'ior. . 

(1) To provitle by 01·cUnnnce for the 11.ppointmcnt of guiu·dians 
for minors nml mentnl incompetents, subject to the approval of the 
Secretarv of the Interior. . . . 

(m) To adopt resolutions regulating the procedure of the council 
itself and of other tribal agencies and tribu.l ollicinls of the rescrvn.­
tion. 
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s~:c. 2. Any resolution or ordino.11ce which, by terms of this con­
stitution, is subjoct to t-evicw by the Sccrctu .. 1·y of lhc Interior, shalt 
be presented to the Superintendent of the reserYation, who shn.11, t))) 
within tl!n days thereafter approve or clisitpprove th(} same. . 

If tl)e Superintendent shall 11ppro\·e tmy Ol'<Jinance or resolution, 
it shall thct·cupou bccumc eJfectn•e, but the Superintendent shall 
transmit a copy bcarjng his endorsement, to the Secrctm-y of the 
Interior who may1 within ninety dn.ys f1·om the tltite of enactment, 
rescind the ordinance or resolution by notifying the council of such 
action. _ . · 

If the S11prri11temfont shall refuse to approve nny resolution or· 
ordinance submitted to him, withi_n ten dn.ys from its cnuet1ncnt1 

he shall advise th<! tribn.1 council of his reasons therefor. If these 
reasons appear to the council insuflicient it may, by n. m1ijodty votet 
r("fol' tho ordimmcl1 01· resolution to the Sect·etnry of the Interior, 
who may, within ninety days from the date of its crn1ctmcnt, npprove .t\, ·. 
the s11mo in writing1 whereupon the said ordimmce or resolution 'lfJ 
bi.'Conu .. s cff<•divc. · 

8i:c. 3. F·ut·urc potcers.-'l'ho council of the l'ymmid Ln.ke Pn..iute 
Tribe mny excrci:-c, s11bjcet to popufor referendnm, such further 
powers us umy in the future be clefo"'ntccl to the tdbo by the Sccre­
fat·y of the Intt•rior, or by uny othcl' duly nuthm·ized omcinl or 
ngcncy of Gon'.r11mcut. 

S.1-:c. 4. R,•.ver1•etl 11owers.-A.ny riJ?hts nncl po"·ers heretofore 
vested in the l'ymmid Lake Pniute Tribe but not expressly rcfcr1•cd 
to in this constitution, shall not be abddg_l!d by this article, but may 
be exercised by the peo,,le of the Jlyrnmicl Lake Paiute Tribe through 
the adoption of nppro1~rinte by·la.ws rintl constitutionnl nmenclmenb. ~\\

Notices of nlI npplicutions received by 
the M'trnliu·v ~linll bo posto,1 l>y him in tho agency oflice nnd in at 
knst three conspicuous places in the district in which the fand is 
locate<}, for not Jc,ss tlrnn twenty clnys before nction is to.ken by tho 
council. Any member of the tribe wishing to oppose the granting 
of un assigmnl.'nt. shall do so in wt·iting, scttin~ fortl1 his objections, 
to be filed with the secretary of the council, an.u mn.y if he so clesircis, 
nppenr before the council to present evidence. '!'ho seet·eta.ry of the 
council shall fnrnish the superintendent or other officers in chn.rgo 
o.f the ngcncy a complete recm·d of nll nction tiikcn by the council 
on applic11.tions for nssignment of hind, and n. complete record of 
nssi~nm1mti. shnll be kept in the agency ollice nnd shnll be open fot·

The council shall drn\v up one or more forms for nssignments, 
whi<'h ~hull be subject to the npprovn.l of tha Sccretnry of tlte 
Interior.

30 pr.rccnt of those entitled to vote shall vote in snch election; but

A.R'rIOLE I - Dan.Es OF 0FFICEHS

( d) The· treasurer of the Pym.mid Lnke Puiute 'rt·ibn.l Council shn 1l 
be requci;tc<l to fol'tlish It bond sntisfoctory to tho council nnd to the 
Conimissioner o'f Indian Affnirs. Excep~ thnt until he is bontlc<l, the 
council may mnkc, such provision for the custody aml clisbursem.ent.s 
of funds ns shn II gua.r:mtee their snfoty nnd pt·oper disbursement 
an(l use. · 

( e) The hook!'. r111d t-oc<m1s of the trenf;urer shn ll be o."uclited nt 
kast once. t>nch year hy a. competent nuditor employed by tho ti·iba.l 
council or u1ulc1: the direction of the Commissioner of Indian ..\fi'iiirs.
